Schedule 14 

Standard UK Conditions for the Sale of Wind Turbine Products 

All orders for Wind Turbine Products (hereinafter referred to as “the Goods”) which have been accepted by 
Proven Energy Ltd (hereinafter referred to as “Proven”) shall be deemed to represent a contract for sale 
arising between Proven and the Buyer and shall be governed by the following terms and conditions.   The 
placement of an order by the Buyer and its acceptance by Proven shall be deemed to be an acceptance by 
both parties of these conditions of sale.   No other terms and conditions except those implied by law shall be 
of any effect unless the same are expressly agreed in writing both by Proven and the Buyer. 

1.   Prices and Payment 

a) Prices for wind turbine products are as stated in the Proven Wind Energy Price lists, which may be 
amended from time to time.   The prices applying to any order will be as stated in the Proven Wind Energy 
Products price list currently in force on the date the order is accepted less any relevant discount.    These 
prices are the retail price of the Goods and exclude delivery charges and VAT.    Quotations covering the 
additional cost of delivery, erection, installation and test of wind turbines will be provided on request. 

b) All orders for wind turbine products will only be accepted after receipt of an advance payment equal to 
10% of the total value of the Goods covered by the order. This deposit is considered to be non-refundable, 
and any requests for refund will be granted solely at Proven’s discretion. The balance of payment shall be 
paid to Proven as per clauses 1  (c) and 1  (d). 

c) Orders for Buyers having no approved account facility will only be despatched after receipt of payment in 
full. 

d) Subject to clause 1 (e), and for Buyers with approved account facilities with Proven, invoices will be raised 
on day of despatch from Proven and are due for payment at the end of the month following the date of the 
invoice.   Payment shall be made in UK pounds Sterling at Proven Energy Ltd’s place of business. 

e) All accounts shall become due immediately upon the commencement of any act or proceeding in which 
the Buyer’s insolvency is involved. 

f) Credit card payment shall incur an extra charge of 2% on the total price of the Goods. 

g) Interest will be charged at the rate of 3% above the published Bank of England base rate from the expiry 
of the due date until cleared payment is made, all without prejudice to Proven’s exercise of any other 
remedies available to them. 

2.   Delivery 
a) Proven will deliver to the Buyers premises, unless specifically agreed in advance that Proven will deliver to 
site (which may incur additional costs). Proven will deliver 5 working days after we have notified the Buyer 
that the equipment is ready for delivery. Delays by the Buyer beyond 5 working days may result in additional 
storage charges being incurred which will be passed on to the Buyer. 

Delivery direct to site of wind turbines and/or wind turbine masts will take place after Proven has received 
notification from the Buyer or other competent authority (such as a Proven Authorised Distributor) that the 
foundation for the wind turbine (or other structure on which the wind turbine is to be mounted) has been 
completed properly and that the site is generally ready for delivery and installation of the wind turbine and/or 
mast.   The Buyer will be liable for all additional delivery or installation costs incurred by Proven through 
inadequacy of the site or the foundations. 

b) Proven will use its best endeavours to comply with estimated despatch or delivery dates given, but in any 
event these dates shall not be the essence of the contract.    Proven shall not be liable for delays or 
omissions in delivery by carriers or other third parties. 

c) If, owing to non-availability of the Goods or for any reason, Proven becomes unable to supply the Goods 
ordered, then Proven shall be at liberty by giving notice in writing to determine the contract or part thereof
