Proven wind turbine systems can attract various degrees of funding depending on your individual 

circumstances (application/project, location & funding).  This information sheet is designed to give you 

general information about a few grants that may be available to you or your business.  This leaflet is to 

be used as a guide to what grants are available and may not cover every grant available.  Your own 

research is strongly recommended as grant information changes frequently.

The low carbon buildings programme will provide grants for microgeneration technologies to 
householders, community organisations, schools, private businesses, public and not for profit sector 

businesses.  

Stream 1 offers grants for householders and small to medium enterprises to install microgeneration on 

small buildings, as well as for non-profit community organisations such as registered charities, community 
groups, local authorities and schools to install microgeneration on community buildings. 

The level of grants offered for wind energy under Stream 1 are: 

• For individual householders & small businesses a maximum of £1,000 per kW installed, up to a 

maximum of £5,000 subject to an overall 30% limit of the installed cost (exclusive of VAT).  
• For community applications, grants will be up to 50% of the capital and installation cost of the 

microgeneration technologies installed and is currently set at a maximum of £50,000. These 

grants will be awarded competitively.  

Stream 2 offers grants for large projects from non-profit community organisations as above plus 

businesses, building developers, energy services companies, and the public sector to install 
microgeneration on large-scale building projects. 

The level of grants offered for wind energy under Stream 2 are: 

• Category 1 – for large retrofit projects grants will be up to £100,000 per project.  

• Category 2 – for major refurbishment and new build projects grants will be available of up to £1 

million per project.

CCAGS is designed to provide assistance towards improving the infrastructure of crafting and eligible 
small/medium scale agriculture businesses operating in the Highlands and Islands of Scotland.  This may 

in some circumstances apply to small wind energy projects. Grants covering a wide range of agricultural 
activities are available to the following persons in the former Crofting Counties: 

• Tenants and legal sub-tenants of crofts, and owners occupying unlet crofts who are of the same 

economic status as crofters;  
• Common Grazings Committees and Grazings Constables where all the work relates to the 

Common Grazings;  

• Occupiers of holdings other than crofts, the area of which does not substantially exceed 30 

hectares (excluding common pasture) or where the annual rent would not substantially exceed 
£100 if the holding were let as a croft. In addition, the occupier must be of the same economic 

status as a crofter.

from renewable sources are entitled to claim subject to eligibility.  These certificates can be sold to back 
to suppliers for revenue.
